PHILOSOPHY

My program teaches a variety of Martial Arts. The basic program is Korean Taekwondo, which means Art of Foot and Fist. Included
are elements of Japanese/Okinawan Karate which means Art of Empty Hand, as well as techniques from Korean Hapkido which
means Way of United Power. At the higher levels, | include Chinese Kung Fu which means Excellence in Knowledge.

Taekwondo and Karate are considered “hard arts” as they are very powerful and strong in movement. They are designed to increase
strength and physical power. Kung Fu is a “soft art” and its focus is on long life, good health and internal peace and harmony.
Teaching this variety of arts enables all to practice martial arts regardless of age, physical ability or limitations.
